Welcome to these directions to Cecil Sharp House.
Camden Town Underground has two exits – one onto Camden High Street, the other onto Kentish Town Road. You need the Camden High Street exit: it’s straight ahead and to the right at the top of the escalators. On leaving the station, turn left and walk about 20 metres to a four-way traffic light. The pelican crossings have no bleep, but there is a cone. Use the crossing on your right to cross Camden High Street, which you’ve been walking along. Arriving on the pavement, avoid the congestion on your right and continue straight ahead up Parkway, crossing over some bobbled pavement. Parkway is liable to be congested, with several bins and posts on the pavement.
For the first section of Parkway there are iron railings on your left, breaking for a driveway. Shortly after the railings end you’ll pass a bus stop called CX – Camden High Street. The 274 and C2 stop here, en route to Caledonian Road and Kentish Town.

The next crossing is Arlington road, which also has a non-bleeping set of lights with cones underneath. There’s a button to your left and right. Cross here and continue up Parkway. Here it’s lined with cafés and shops, many with sandwich boards, tables and chairs outside. The left side of the narrow pavement is lined with trees and lampposts. Continue up Parkway for about 300m. 
At the top is an estate agent on your right with a smooth glass exterior. A pelican crossing over Gloucester Avenue is immediately before you. 

Rather than cross here, follow the curve of the glass as it turns right. Where it comes to a corner, there’s another pedestrian crossing 2m to your left, with a bobbled pavement. Cross over Oval Road here. It’s a pelican crossing with an island in the middle, but the island isn’t central. Make sure not to veer left as you cross or you could miss it, or get assistance here if you’d prefer. When you reach the island, turn right and then left to cross over the second part of the road, using the cone.

From here, bear left, and you’re facing down Gloucester Avenue. The top of Gloucester Avenue is very wide. Three trees are planted slightly back from the road on the right. It then narrows and slopes down quite steeply, with a wall on your right and a bus stop on your left. The 274 stops here on its way to Camden Town. 

Continue down Gloucester Avenue. After a couple of hundred metres, the wall drops down to a low height, and there’s a grass verge on the left side of the road. Follow the wall as it curves right, and you’ll hit some bobbled pavement. Turning left, follow the bobbled pavement towards the road and cross over Gloucester Avenue at the zebra crossing. Cecil Sharp House is on your right.

It sits in the middle of a V, where Regents Park Road and Gloucester Avenue meet. The drive of Cecil Sharp House forms a triangle with these two roads and you can enter from either end of the drive. At the tip of the V is a walled garden. There’s a tree and several concrete bollards outside the Cecil Sharp House wall.

The public entrance is on Regents Park Road. Having crossed Gloucester Avenue, you can continue in an almost straight line down Regents Park Road, bearing slightly left. The pavement then narrows and the brick wall changes to iron railings. There’s a small gap, immediately followed by a larger one. Take the second and you’re walking up Cecil Sharp House driveway. There’s shrubbery on your left, the building itself is on your right. After about 20 metres, there’s a wide stairway going up on your right, jutting out several metres. It has handrails at each side and one in the centre. 
If you proceed approximately another 10 metres past the stairway you will find the entrance to the lift on your right beside a large planter with a small cherry tree in it. There is a tradesman’s entrance and a small staircase heading down to the basement and a railing at the top of the stairs

There is a large push button door open pad on the wall to your right, just before the lift and on the wall to the staircase heading down. 
If you want to enter using the lift push the pad to open the door. Below the pad there is also a voice call button if you would like to request assistance from a member of staff. 

Please turn to your right to enter the lift entrance lobby and use the push buttons in front of you to call the lift. The Reception and accessible toilets can be found on Level 0 and the café and bar and accessible toilets can be found on Level -2.
You may prefer to enter from Gloucester Avenue. In this case, after crossing Gloucester, head diagonally right, keeping the concrete bollards, and then the wall of the garden of Cecil Sharp House on your left. Again, this becomes iron railings. When the railings stop, there’s a short, raised section of concrete, so be aware of tripping. After this, turn left and you’re walking up the driveway. 
The corner of Cecil Sharp House is soon on your left, immediately followed by a trademan’s entrance – a stairway going down. There is a push button which opens the lift entrance on the wall just to the right of the stairway going down. 

If you want to enter using the lift push the pad to open the door. Below the pad there is also a voice call button if you would like to request assistance from a member of staff.
Please turn to your left to enter the lift lobby and use the push buttons to call the lift. The Reception and accessible toilets can be found on Level 0 and the café and bar and accessible toilets can be found on Level -2. 

Pass this, and you’ll find the main stairway up, jutting out several metres from the front of the building. Be aware that cars are sometimes parked outside.
